The Blended idea was presented to the Farmington Public Library

The Blended staff worked with Karen McPheeters, Library
Administrator, and the Farmington Public Library Foundation to obtain
grant money for the costs of project. In July of 2007, Conoco-Phillips
donated $17,000 to cover publishing and promotion costs for two
Issues of Blended.

Cost of printing for 7000 copies of Blended is about $6000. The other
$5000 of grant money went towards promotions.

The first issue of Blended was released in January 2008 with the
second issue following in May 2008.

Due to the success of the Blended program, the 2008-2009
publications will be funded through the Farmington Public Library
budget. The money is then supplemented back into the budget using
various grants that Blended receives.
